2. Fluoridation Training – Further Clarification

Further to eFlash #83 article regarding fluoridation training, this is further clarify that each water treatment plant (as opposed to water service provider) will be subsidised for 2 training places available for Water Treatment Plant Operators.  

Under the Water Fluoridation Regulation 2008 operators of a fluoridation plant must have the necessary training, knowledge and experience.  The Water Fluoridation Code of Practice 2008 states that the necessary training can be obtained through the nationally recognised unit of competence (NWP276A).

TAFE Qld training for WTP operators will be co-ordinated with the construction and commissioning of the equipment.  Each water treatment plant will be subsidised for two training places during the installation period.   You may choose to train more than two operators but that will not be subsidised by the Qld Government and will be at the cost of water service providers.

Please note that participants need only enrol in one unit (NWP276A- Fluoridation). While Wide Bay TAFE offer complete Water Operations Certificate 2 and Certificate 3 qualifications, completion of a full Certificate 2 is not necessary to meet DIP requirements.
