1. DMP & SLMP “just-in-time” training – Last chance!

If you are currently struggling to complete your Drought Management Plan (DMP) or System Leakage Management Plan (SLMP) or not sure whether you really need to complete these statutory requirements before 1 October then read on.

As you will be aware, DMPs and SLMPs are mandatory for all Queensland Water Service Providers (WSPs). For Local Government WSPs, one or both of these statutory Plans are due by 1 October 2007. Over the past two years, the Queensland Water Directorate (qldwater) with support from DLGPS&R and NR&W has developed templates, information documents, software and held 18 workshops at locations around the State to assist Councils to complete these Plans. 

We are now offering last minute training and assistance to help Councils complete their plans before the October deadline. Training will take place in Fitzroy Shire on 19 September (SLMP) & 20 September (DMP) and in Brisbane on 24 September (SLMP) & 25 September (DMP).  Full information and brochure is available on the QWD website, together with our useful quick-guide “Do I need an SLMP or DMP?”, with advice for every Queensland Council on whether a SLMP and/or DMP is required at this time.

Registrations for this training are essential – if you are planning to attend either the SLMP day or the DMP day, please complete the registration form which was emailed earlier this week or download the form from the website.

3. Lifestyle WaterWise Grants Program

The Department of Natural Resources and Water is providing funding for eligible Not-for-Profit organisations (e.g. Parents’ and Citizens’ associations, sporting club that owns or leases sporting grounds, churches, community childcare, kindergarten and preschools) for the purpose of assisting Non Government Organisations to reduce their use of drinking water for other purposes.

Eligible activities for the Grants include:  

Improvement of sportsground/parks watering systems; replacement of existing water use devices; replacing town water with alternative water sources; installation of swimming pool covers and rollers.

Councils may like to take the opportunity to encourage their large water users eg. sporting clubs etc. to apply for this funding which can be sought for 100% of the costs of eligible activities. Funding amount sought can be $3,000 to $30,000.  

The closing date for applications is 5 October 2007 (this is the 2nd and final round of funding)
