The Water: Learn it for life! program commenced in April 2008. The purpose of the program is to promote water conservation and an understanding of drinking water processes in Queensland in partnership with education agencies and local Water Service Providers.
The program is based upon an extensive set of curriculum resources. The teacher curriculum materials include Whizzy's Incredible Journeys big book for early childhood, Water: Learn it for life! resource for Preparatory to Year 7 and a Resource bank of classroom activities. Whizzy's Incredible Journeys big book, originally published in 1996, was updated in 2008 with new illustrations and additional text. Queensland schools and councils are each eligible for a free copy. The big book is a very popular resource which is also used by upper primary and lower secondary teachers.

The Water: Learn it for life! curriculum materials are available online and also in CD-ROM format. The CD-ROM contains:

· Curriculum units for Preparatory, Year 1, Years 2-3, Years 4-5 and Years 6-7

· Background information for teachers

· a printable A4 version of Whizzy's Incredible Journeys Pick-a-Path book 

· two versions of the Whizzy song 

The Water: Learn it for life! units were written by experienced teachers from all over the state and align with the Queensland Studies Authority Essential Learnings, and are currently supported by all educational agencies in Queensland. The Water: Learn it for life! resource is updated in line with new curriculum documents. 

Downloads of the Water: Learn it for life! resources and orders for the Whizzy's Incredible Journeys big book and the Water: Learn it for life! CD-ROM can be made via the DERM web site (www.nrw.qld.gov.au/waterwise). Requests for additional support can be made via the Waterwise email address (waterwise@derm.qld.gov.au) or by phone.

The Water: Learn it for life! program is delivered to teachers primarily via teacher professional development workshops and conferences which are conducted in partnership with educational agencies. Over 1500 teachers and pre-service teachers have been introduced to the program since March 2008. The workshop modules are designed to meet the needs of local teachers and pre-service teachers using the context of water and the Water: Learn it for life! materials.

The Water: Learn it for life! program is supported by the Waterwise schools recognition program. Schools using Water: Learn it for life! are able to register themselves as Waterwise schools, and become eligible for a number of cash awards as they attain different levels within the recognition program.

The package contains information and forms to assist providers in understanding & meeting their quarterly reporting requirements (the first reports are due 31 July 2009).  The pack contains:
· A Drinking water quality: quarterly reporting form, including a supplementary Monitoring results table (paper based version) 
· Fluoridated Water Quarterly Reporting form - Queensland Health, which can also be found at www.health.qld.gov.au/ph/documents/ehu/fluoride_codepractice.pdf (paper based) 
· Explanatory notes for the Drinking water quality: quarterly reporting form and for the Queensland Health Fluoridated Water Quarterly Reporting form 

· Escherichia coli “rolling annual value” compliance tool and explanatory notes (not required for submission provided as a ‘help” tool).
· Two Compact Disks (CD)
- CD 1 contains the documents listed above
- CD 2 contains an electronic version of the Drinking water quality: quarterly reporting application (developed by the department) and a User Guide that explains how to use this application.
