This award forms part of the Water Efficiency Opportunities program administered by the Department of the Environment, Water, Heritage and the Arts.  The Australian Water Association will provide support to the award.

The Award aims to encourage and recognise significant savings in water efficiency by the commercial and industrial sector which has an important role to play in securing water supplies.  As large users or water, there are productivity gains and net economic benefits, as well as environmental benefits to be made from using less water. Typically this sector consumes approximately 15 to 20% of urban water in Australia and greater water efficiency will take pressure off fresh water supplies in urban and regional areas. 

Eligible organisations can nominate by filling in the application form available on the Department of the Environment, Water, Heritage and the Arts website.  Applications are due by 5pm AEST on 30 November 2009.  Nominees will be shortlisted and an announcement will occur at the 2010 Australian Water Association Awards Dinner hosted in conjunction with the Ozwater’10 Conference on 9 March 2010.
