The latest version of the national Australian Drinking Water Quality Guidelines were released late last week. The guidelines are available only as a downloaded PDF document (see http://www.nhmrc.gov.au/guidelines/publications/eh52) and provide broad coverage on drinking water quality standards and management processes. These guidelines are internationally respected and underpin the recent drinking water quality framework (including Drinking Water Quality Management Plans) being adopted by DERM. There has been some media associated with the release with much focusing on some of the key updates to the guidelines such as:

·     additional material on pharmaceuticals and endocrine disruptors in Chapter 6,

·     a rewrite of the monitoring chapters (9 and 10),

·     additional micro-organism fact sheets, and

·     an additional 130 pesticide fact sheets.

The guidelines address both the health and aesthetic quality aspects of supplying good quality drinking water.

As you are aware we have been in contact with ABS regarding their dispatch of the 2010-11 “Water Supply and Sewerage Services Survey”. It appears that the ‘full’ survey was sent to everyone in error and the ABS apologises for this oversight. However, you will still need to complete at least part, or all, of the survey form, depending on whether or not you have submitted your annual data through SWIM.

 

As you are aware, some of the information requested by ABS is already collected and reported via SWIM. We can, and will, extract and send this data to ABS on your behalf. The ABS questions involve additional detailed information necessary for the ABS Water Account and require separate reporting to the ABS via the survey form. If you have completed you SWIM annual reporting then you only need to complete these additional questions on the survey form, as follows:

 

• All financial questions (Questions 1- 7)

• Question 9, Supplier names and volumes of bulk water received

• Question 13, Bulk customer names and volumes of bulk water supplied

• Question 16, Volume of water supplied to non-residential customers (by customer type)

• Question 21, the volume of water lost in the course of delivery

• Question 32, Volume of reuse water supplied to non-residential customers (by customer type)

If you have not completed your annual data SWIM reporting, then you will be required to provide data for all questions in the survey form.  We therefore strongly recommend you complete and submit your annual data to SWIM to avoid duplicating effort where possible.

Please return the ABS completed survey form in the reply paid envelope you received from them to ABS by Thursday 17th November. Note that all finalised data in SWIM will also be sent on this date. The ABS information is collected under the authority of the Census and Statistics Act 1905 and individual returns remain confidential to the ABS. 

ABS and qldwater will continue to work closely to further streamline the reporting arrangements.
