The Department of Environment and Heritage Protection (EHP) is undertaking a program of reform for STP licensing under ERA 63 and wrote to all councils in May asking for feedback on an initial discussion paper. Responses were received from only two SEQ entities and the Mackay Regional Council and a new draft of the paper is currently being prepared by the Department for consultation next month. 

The potential impacts on the water industry of this State-driven reform program are large and it has been agreed that an industry working group be formed to develop a consistent, industry-driven view on appropriate outcomes for this regulation. This group will also take on the role of reviewing outstanding issues with the reform of ERA 63(3) – see eFlash # 172 – 11 July 2012. 

Regulatory streamlining and cooperation with local government are currently strongly supported by the new State Government and it is important that the industry ensures that appropriate technical and strategic input is used in regulatory reform. The first stage of this program is to form a small reference group to scope a project that seek industry agreement on priority changes around this regulation and the most effect way to address them.
