Fluoridation Training

The program to deliver fluoridation training state-wide is subsidised by DIP, as part of the fluoride capital subsidy program so that two participants from each service provider can undertake the training free of charge. Additional participants are charged at a rate of $500 per head. 

Please note that participants need only enrol in one unit (NWP276A- Fluoridation). While Wide Bay TAFE offer complete Water Operations Certificate 2 and Certificate 3 qualifications, completion of a full Certificate 2 is not necessary to meet DIP requirements.
