Extension of BWEP to all of Queensland.

The announcement, we have been pre-empting for some time has finally been made. In a press release on Sunday, Peter Beattie announced that the Business Water Efficiency Program (BWEP) has received $15 million for expansion beyond SEQ. You may recall that QWD released initial details of this program in earlier circulars and undertook a survey earlier in the year. We have also helped a couple of Councils get an early start on the program. There are no firm details on the program to link you to yet, but discussions with SEQ Water today confirm they are underway and will be accepting applications from now on. 

A letter will be distributed to all Councils from DLGPS&R in the next week or so and the QWD recommends that all Councils consider the potential advantages for their region and for businesses within it. Don’t panic, Water Efficiency Management Plans are not mandatory outside of SEQ………yet.  However, as mentioned in previous communications, the State Government is looking at legislative changes to make WEMPs mandatory in other Council areas in the near future. It is not yet clear what the triggers for mandatory WEMPs will be but they are aimed at long term Water Demand Management and the current plan is that they would be targeted at areas with potential water supply problems. 

There is an opportunity to provide feedback to the current process as the QWD is represented on the committee overseeing the development of the WEMP guidelines. Very early drafts of Part 2 of these guidelines (which are more relevant to businesses themselves than the Water Service Providers) are available for review on our new website.
