Update!  Leakage detection and management training workshops - free pilot workshop

This is an update to our e-flash sent last month regarding training workshops on leakage detection and management including pressure management for small to medium regional councils.  

The initial pilot workshop will be held next Monday 11 December at Hervey Bay (not at Rockhampton as previously scheduled).

We are keen for feedback on the workshop so that we might improve it for next year so there will be no charge for the day.  Further workshops to be held next year will be subsidised and will be between $200 and $500 depending on demand for the training sessions.

We have tried to move focus to practical solutions for leakage management and in particular completing the SLMP requirements of the Water Act. The Act requires that Service Providers have SLMP’s in place to minimize the water losses due to leakage from their water supply distribution systems. Each Water Service Provider registered under the Act as providing water services, is required to have a SLMP and to report annually on the SLMP unless exemption has been granted.
